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 The gift of education is truly a gift. 
Teachers work tirelessly across our 
nation, in public and private schools, 
to teach young minds, build their 
confidence and push them to excel. 
However, we (teachers, parents, all 
adults) donôt always realize the po-
tential power we have. Sometimes 
the potential gift becomes a weapon 
and, quite unintentionally, it hits the 
target in a way we did not predict.  It 
is not intentional. Well-meaning 
adults, focused on the target, as-
sume the child is not trying hard 
enough, doesnôt care, canôt be 
taught.  We may never say it, we 
may never verbalize it, but the child 
knows.  The child knows because 
they fail and canôt figure out why.  
The child knows because of the expression on our faces.  The child 
knows and, unfortunately, the child thinks it was because of them. 
    Several years ago, the Academy was blessed with two amazing 
young people.  They walked into our school with their heads down, 
but their hearts open.  They walked in with their heads down  be-
cause education, as they knew it, had expected them to meet a 
standard that had not allowed their talents to come through.  They 
walked in with their hearts open because their parents had not.  Over 
the period of time they spent with us at AIE, we saw them lift their 
heads, speak up, be heard and appreciated, and transform into 
young adults who would walk into the world prepared to engage & 
succeed. 
    Cathy & Forest Lankford brought Chris and Beth here when they 
were in the 9th and 7th grades, respectively.  Before AIE, Beth says, ñI 
remember sitting in the fifth grade, taking a math test.  All the other 
kids were sitting around me diligently working on their tests.  I was 
looking around the room completely lost, without a clue as to how to 
proceed.  I have never forgotten how I felt that day and I have car-
ried this memory of me everywhere I goéI felt stupid, like the big-
gest idiot in the world.ò  Later, it got worse.   She would go to the 
teacher, begging for help, only to be told, ñfigure it out yourself.ò  ñI 

got dismissed without a thought.  
I developed a hatred for anything 
mathematical and anyone who 
taught it.ò She was down, but 
she was not out.  The open heart 
and mind that her parents had 
given her, their love and support, 
had kept her spirit intact and 
when she changed schools, she 
was able to begin to fulfill her 
potential. 
      ñMy memories of the Acade-
my are not centered around 
lessons written on the black-
boardsé, but on the way the 
lessons were taught and who 
taught them.  Every teacher I 
encountered never gave up.  
Every challenge they were pre-
sented with from me was an-
swered the same way:  with 

patience and understanding. I will always be forever grateful 
for the kindness and guidance I got while stumbling through 
adolescence.  I was always treated with understanding and it 
took a great deal of the frustration away from learning -which 
is why I will never forget Mr. D and his alternative ways of 
teaching me math.  Nor will I forget Mr. David and his gift of 
creative sarcasm.  (It is a gift I use almost everyday).  All of the 
teachers I came into contact with at the Academy were truly 
amazing.ò 
     Mr. David recalls her too, ñBeth is just one of my favorite 
people. I can still see her as a middle school student with her 
long blonde hair and her quick smile and her eagerness to 
please. I can also remember the times we played basketball 
and how quickly she got to the point of being able to smoke 
me - and she never felt bad about doing it. I liked that about 
her.ò 
     Chris, too was, and is, an amazing and resilient person.  As 
a teacher, I encountered Chris before Beth.  I was teaching 
high school English at AIE, as I am now, and Chris was one of 
those mystery kids that was intriguing.  He would seem shy 
and bashful, and  a ñWell, 
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Amanda Aines was the recipient of the Unsung Hero Award  ($1,000.00  
scholarship)  presented by  the Louisville Rotary Club.  She 
 is pursuing a Nursing degree with the goal of becoming an 
 RN.  She will be taking her general education classes at  
JCC then pursue her final degree elsewhere.

Ryan, a senior at Lipscomb University, is 
a member of The Fine Grain, an indie/ rock group whose musical 
goal it is ñto write something new that no one has really heard be-
fore.ò   Ryan says, ñ our business goal, as a band, is to be able to 
write and play music as a career.  We are not looking to be famous 
or make millions, but we just want to be able to do what we are 
passionate about to make a living in this life.ò   
   This past September they released their CD, Flying You Like a 
Kite , a 10-song collection of songs that ñreflect the authentic, emo-
tional and raw experiences of musicò and ñportray an individualôs 
journey with spiritualityò as well as a reflection of the effects of the 
individualôs actions on others.  Describing the album, Ryan says, 

ñThe first track, óMother,ô tells of a boy whoôs been drafted and is 
scared to go to war.  Halfway through the album, youôll find  
óStarving the Stormô which puts you in the devilôs shoes as he pro-
vokes a man on his deathbed.  Towards the end, óCheap Coffeeô 
finds a boy scared to grow up because of the faults he sees in him-
self.ò   On their style, Ryan says, ñour music is lyrically driven. So 
even with all the other instruments we try to keep the emphasis on 
what the lyrics are saying.ò 
   They are going to start recording a new CD this fall, but are cur-
rently keeping busy touring.  The second week of August finds them 
performing  six consecutive nights in venues spreading from Baton 
Rouge, Louisiana to Rock Hill, South Carolina.   ñBalancing school 
and music really isnôt too bad,ò Ryan says. ñ I just have to be ok 
with not having a lot of free time to myself. Between school, work, 
and music, I stay pretty busy.ò   
   Also exploring a musical path is 2003 graduate, Zack Brown.  
Taking a road less travelled approach, Zack has been pursuing 
many different paths of personal growth:  travel,  rock climbing, 
dance and college, but says, ñI have never loved doing anything as 
much as I love performing my songs to the public.  I truly feel I was 
born to do this.ò  When asked to label his sound he says, ñI tell 
everyone itôs acoustic rock, but as Iôve developed my sound, there 
are many other styles that come to  mind. Those that listen will 
understand.ò While he says his inspirations have come from other 
bands like The Grateful Dead, Nine Inch Nails and Foo Fighters,  
initially it was his dad who inspired him.   
   To reach his musical aspirations, he has been making a new 
rough album which will enable him to market and network his mu-
sic.  Heôs making monthly trips to Nashville starting this August and 
mailing music and bios to radio stations and record stores all across 
the US and Europe.  ñI mainly just plug away at any outlet I can 
think of.ò   
   All the time put into his music and his gigs has left him little time 
to do anything except work, but he plans to continue traveling and 
broadening his experiences.  ñTell Mr. Savage,ò  he says, ñI now 
understand why he kept saying ótake the journey.ôò

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   As has been the tradition for several years now, many AIE stu-
dents chose to participate in National History Day.  There were a 
few changes made to NHD on the state and local level which en-
hanced the experience for many. 
   This year, the venue for the local competition was moved to Fra-
zier Historical Arms Museum.  Although Frazier has sponsored 
NHD before, providing special awards, this was their first time to 
host the event.  Judging and viewing of NHD projects was set up 
throughout the museum, allowing those participant s to view exhib-
its during their down time. Additionally Teddy Roosevelt dropped in 
to chat as part of Frazierôs museum theatre program.   
   As always, the state competition was held in Frankfort.  This year,  
however, NHD combined with the Kentucky Junior Historical Socie-
ty (KJHS) to sponsor a 2-day event, Kentucky History Day, which 
featured not only NHD projects, but quick recall contests,  and an 
election of a state student body.  
   KJHS was originally an outreach program of the Kentucky Histori-
cal Society.  Now, in conjunction with Kentuckyôs NHD program 
students were encouraged to ñappreciate and understand the peo-
ple, places, and events that have given Kentucky its own unique 
place in history.ò Tim Talbott, KHS education project assistant and 
KHD coordinator says,  ñStudents who participate in KJHS and 
KHD projects learn academic skills that will benefit them in all sub-
jects, not just history. By researching into the past, they also be-
come very enthusiastic about history and its relevance to their 
lives.ò 
   The NHD program, an annual, year-long program designed to 
promote the teaching and learning of history in America's schools, 
pushed participants to analyze the historical significance of their 
topics and present conclusions in dramatic performances, imagina-
tive exhibits, multimedia documentaries, websites and research 
papers to audiences throughout the country. The theme for this 
yearôs contest was ñInnovation in History: Impact and Change.ò 
   Ultimately, National History Day culminated in a weeklong experi-
ence at the University of Maryland, outside of Washington DC.   
Competitors spend time collecting pins from other delegations, 
preparing for judging, viewing NHD exhibits & performances and 
touring local sites.  The final day, the day of the awards ceremony, 
calls for the competitors from every state to join in a parade of 
states at Cole Fieldhouse.   
   Though AIE didnôt win any national awards this year, the honor of 
being able to participate is really quite something.  Plus, ñnational 
competition was exciting and fun,ò says Mariel Shumateôs mom, 
Sheila, ñthough waiting to be interviewed was a little nerve wrack-
ing.ò Our Kentucky History Day representatives made nationals a 
wonderful experience for both the kids and the parents.ò   
   Mariel Shumate, who has been participating in NHD for 3 years, 
went to Nationals with her research paper entitled Defrost in Space:  
How Innovations in Space Impacted the Cold War.   ñEach year her 
papers improved,ò says mom, Sheila Shumate. ñNHD competition 
spurred Mariel on to become a better writer.ò ñThe skills she has 
learned writing these papers will prepare her for writing in college.ò   
Like her classmates, Mariel learned how to research seeking out 

primary sources: historical documents,  interviews, diaries, letters, photo-
graphs, newsreels.   Although much of this information is becoming availa-
ble online, there are still many sources of information, particularly on a 
local level, that can only be uncovered by old-fashioned sleuthing at librar-
ies and historical societies. ñShe has learned how to research using many 
resources, especially how to use the library.  They donôt even teach how to 
do that in college English anymore,ò says Sheila whose son just finished 
his first year of college at WKU.    
    Evan Allgeier, who competed nationally with Samantha Warford after his 
second year of competition, said, ñThe NHD experience was something 
that I think every students should experience.  It was very interactive and 
made learning fun and interesting.  I learned a lot both academically and 
through life experiences.   NHD was definitely worth the time we put into it.ò   
Students who wish to participate successfully definitely must devote a 
great deal of time to it.  Ayla Murrell, who along with Sara Berge placed 
second nationally in 2005, agreed that NHD is quite demanding.  Those 
who participate, and wish to do well, must devote a great deal of time to 
their topic.  ñIt can become very time consuming, once you really begin to 
research, but  the intrigue and mystery of discovering what has been for-
gotten draws you in.ò 
    AIE has participated in NHD for the last several years since it allows for 
so many different skill setsðwriters, performers, artists, computer whizzes, 
and future film makersðto compete locally and nationally.
